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According to Jesus, worship is God®s chief p
worship and enjoy Him, and He has redeemed us to worship and enjoy Him. Service

flows from worship, and is based in worship, but it is not a substitute for worship. We

must take care that our godly activities do not become the enemy of our godly

adoration.

The Old Testament priests and Levites were set apart to serve God, and their ministry

to Him took precedence over al other work. E
temple® shows that the same principle will s
prophesiesthat the priests will still be called essentially to approach God and to

minister personally to Him. This means we must make sure that we are not so busy

serving others, and responding to their genuine needs, that we neglect to minister

personally to God in praise and worship.

Worship 2 with sincerity

True worship can come
only from a sincere heart.
Passages like psalm 24:4;
50:823;51:1619; Prol5:8;
21:27;1sa 1:11-20; 29:13;
58:1-14; 66:14; Jeremiah
6:20; 7:2128; Hosea 8:11
13; Amos 5:2124; Micah
6:68; & Mat 15:7-8 make

it plain that God hates

any hint of religious
pretence.

Instead, God is looking
for practical actions in His
worshippers, not for
symbolic gestures, for
inner purity, and not for
outer ritual. Through the
Psalms, God calls His
people to approach Him with clean hands, a pure heart, a broken and contrite spirit.
Hebrews 10:1922 underlines that this possible only through the blood of Jesus.
